2. Title I, Part A funds must be used only as a last resort when funds or services are not available from other public or
private sources, such as public health clinics, or local discretionary funds (sometimes provided by the PTA) used to
provide similar services for economically disadvantaged students.

McKinney-Vento Data: Homeless Student Number
The McKinney-Vento Act requires that the number of children and youths identified as homeless in each State be posted

annually on the State’s website (Section 722(f)(1)(A)). The Department’s New York Technical Assistance Center for Homeless
Students (NYS-TEACHS) posts the latest homeless student data. LEAs should use this data to identify areas for improvement
